 The venue is held at Military Club, Vítězné náměstí 684/4, Praha-Dejvice, Czech Republic and Technology Day at Information Research Agency, Pod Vodovodem 2, Praha 5 – Jinonice (Technology Day). 

This venue is a perfect place for interchange of information connected to C2ISTAR system and harmonizes its development according to NATO and EU Concepts. There are many conferences according to this topic; however, usually there is no wider area of discussion. Here we intent to discuss all three pillars of any C2 System – personal, processes and equipment. The Center of Gravity we see at personal, so we seek to try recurrent basis for national approach to build-up Communities of Interest harmonized with those for multinational agreements. 

Accommodation

There is possibility of accommodation directly in Military Club Prague, the price is up to €30,- per night. Transportation

The official transportation for Technology Day will be provided. 
The transportation from Prague Airport is to take Public Transportation Line 119 to Dejvická Station and there around 200 m down to Vitězné náměstí and then on the right side. From Train/Bus Station is the best to take “Metro” C-Line (Green) and travel to Dejvická Station and then Vítězné náměstí direction where Military Club is opposite the “Metro” exit. Of course any time is possible to use public transportation or taxi. In some cases is possible to organize special transportation from airport trough military drivers with service cars. Taxi are also possible, but, please, note the prices. Use only licensed taxi (usually yellow or hotel licensed) for your convenience. 

Catering

Breakfast is served at hotel restaurant. For lunch there will be snack bar and restaurant open and you can use Baguette Snack outside the Conference Hall. Dinners are not provided; you can use any restaurant according your wish. During conference time there will be coffee breaks, when coffee or tea, mineral water will be available.
